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A Study on the ‘Go + Noun’ Phrase Referring to Change of State

Abstract

The purpose of this paper is to address the change-of-state uses of the ‘go + noun’
phrase. This phrase is divided roughly into two sub-phrases : the ‘go + plural noun’
phrase and the ‘go + bare singular noun’ phrase. First, we investigate the relation
between the ‘go + plural noun’ phrase and the ‘go + preposition + noun’ phrase in
terms of both their form and meaning. It is argued that the basic spatial use of the ‘go
+ prep. + noun’ phrase is metaphorically extended to its change-of-state use and losing
its preposition, this phrase changes into the ‘go + plural noun’ type. Second, we deal
with the relation between the ‘go + bare singular noun’ phrase and the ‘go + adjective’
phrase. It is illustrated that the ‘go + bare singular noun’ phrase is a peripheral member
of the category of the ‘go + adj.’ phrase.

Moreover, this article demonstrates that both the ‘go + plural noun’ phrase and the
‘go + bare singular noun’ phrase are much less productive and frequent than the ‘go +
prep. + noun’ phrase and the ‘go + adj.” phrase. And we explore the possibility that the
reason why these two types of the ‘go + noun’ phrase lose their preposition is motivated
by the two facts : that the two types inherit from the ‘go + adj. construction and that
the path of the “source-path-goal” schema, if construed metaphorically, is usually less
important than the source or the goal in terms of our cognitive salience.
