Abstract

Russell Banks is a writer who has reinterpreted the old American literary theme of the
success story. Banks, who grew up in a working-class environment as the eldest son of a
plumber, helped his mother with household chores as well as with finances after his father
left. Banks showed great gifts in high school and was recommended to an Ivy League college.
His college days ended after a brief nine months, with his flight to Florida. His life on campus
had been miserable. Unable to fit in; he was ignored by his fellow students, and no one in
the dormitory understood him. Finding this isolation and segregation unbearable, he ran
away from school. His Success Stories recounts the experiences that made him leave his Ivy
League college and how he started over in Florida. The story ends with his failure in work
— a failure that brings epiphany. He comes to understand what it means to feel shame. He
realizes how this feeling affects working-class men who have failed. For the first time, he
empathizes with all the working-class men who are trapped in tragic circumstances. Finally,
he recognizes the absurdity of life and regains his resilience. We understand now that Russell
Banks’ view of class reveals the untold experiences of working-class people.
